GENERAL NOTES
1. CONSTRUCTION FOR THIS PROJECT TO COMPLY WITH THE MOST CURRENT VERSION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF

SOUTHGATE MUNICIPAL SERVICING STANDARDS, THE ONTARIO BUILDING CODE, AND THE ONTARIO PROVINCIAL
STANDARDS AND SPECIFICATIONS.

2. ALL CONSTRUCTION TO BE CARRIED OUT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF THE OCCUPATIONAL
HEALTH AND SAFETY ACT, AND REGULATIONS FOR CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS.

3. A RIGHT OF WAY OCCUPANCY PERMIT MUST BE OBTAINED FROM THE TOWNSHIP OF SOUTHGATE A MINIMUM OF
48 HOURS PRIOR TO COMMENCING ANY WORKS WITHIN THE MUNICIPAL ROAD ALLOWANCE.

4. THE OWNER IS RESPONSIBLE FOR COORDINATION OF ALL REQUIRED UTILITIES.
5. CONTRACTOR TO BE RESPONSIBLE FOR PROVISION, MAINTENANCE AND RESTORATION OF THE CONSTRUCTION

ACCESS.
6. TEMPORARY SEDIMENT CONTROL DEVICES ARE TO BE INSTALLED PRIOR TO ANY CONSTRUCTION ON THE SITE AND

2. IT IS THE BUILDER’S RESPONSIBILITY TO ENSURE THE PROPOSED FOOTING ELEVATION AND PLUMBING ALLOWS

3. LOT GRADING DESIGN TO BE IN GENERAL CONFORMANCE WITH TOWNSHIP OF SOUTHGATE MUNICIPAL

4. PROPOSED DRIVEWAY SLOPES TO BE BETWEEN 2% MINIMUM AND 6% MAXIMUM.
5. ALL SLOPES NOT TO EXCEED 3H:1V UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED.
6. DISTURBED LOT AREAS TO BE RESTORED WITH MINIMUM 150mm TOPSOIL AND EITHER SEED OR SOD.
7. MATCH EXISTING GRADES AT ALL PROPERTY BOUNDARIES. GRADING NOT TO EXTEND ONTO ADJACENT PROPERTIES

WITHOUT PRIOR WRITTEN PERMISSION OF THE AFFECTED PROPERTY OWNER(S). A COPY OF ANY SUCH AGREEMENT

9. ALL EARTHWORKS ACTIVITIES TO BE UNDERTAKEN IN CONFORMANCE WITH O.Reg. 406/19 REGARDING ON-SITE

WORKS WITHIN THE MUNICIPAL RIGHT-OF-WAY
1. PRIOR TO COMMENCEMENT OF ANY WORKS WITHIN THE MUNICIPAL ROAD ALLOWANCE, THE OWNER IS

RESPONSIBLE FOR OBTAINING ALL NECESSARY PERMITS FROM THE TOWNSHIP OF SOUTHGATE (E.G. ROAD
OCCUPANCY PERMIT, ENTRANCE PERMIT, ETC.).

2. CONTRACTOR TO COMPLY WITH CONDITIONS OF ALL PERMITS ISSUED BY THE MUNICIPALITY. WHERE A PERMIT
CONDITION DIFFERS FROM THESE NOTES, THE PERMIT(S) SHALL TAKE PRECEDENT.

3. NOTIFICATION TO THE TOWNSHIP, FIRE AND EMERGENCY SERVICES, AND SCHOOL BOARDS REQUIRED TO BE
PROVIDED A MINIMUM OF 48 HOURS PRIOR TO COMMENCING WORK.

4. DRIVEWAYS WITHIN THE MUNICIPAL BOULEVARD ARE TO BE PAVED.
5. DRIVEWAY CUTS NOT TO BE MADE UNTIL AFTER THE BUILDING FOUNDATION IS CONSTRUCTED.  ALL CUTS TO BE

MECHANICALLY CUT IN ACCORDANCE WITH TOWNSHIP OF SOUTHGATE SPECIFICATIONS.
6. ALL WORKS WITHIN THE MUNICIPAL RIGHT-OF-WAY ARE AT THE DEVELOPER'S COST AND ARE TO BE COMPLETED BY

A TOWNSHIP APPROVED CONTRACTOR.
7. CONTRACTOR TO BE RESPONSIBLE FOR PROPERLY COMPACTING BACKFILL MATERIAL AND RESTORING SURFACES TO

EXISTING CONDITIONS OR BETTER TO THE SATISFACTION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF SOUTHGATE.
8. ROAD MUST BE MAINTAINED TO A MINIMUM OF ONE LANE AT ALL TIMES FOR EMERGENCY ACCESS PER THE OTM

GUIDELINES.
9. A MINIMUM OF 1.5m CLEARANCE IS TO BE PROVIDED FROM THE LIMITS OF ALL SIDEWALKS AND DRIVEWAYS TO

THE EXISTING UTILITY STRUCTURES WITHIN THE MUNICIPAL RIGHT OF WAY. IF THIS CLEARANCE IS NOT

450mm BELOW THE ROAD SURFACE.  EACH LIFT IS TO BE COMPACTED USING MECHANICAL AND OPSS STANDARDS.

12. DISTURBED BOULEVARD AREAS TO FINE GRADED AND RESTORED WITH 100mm TOPSOIL AND No. 1 NURSERY SOD
TO THE SATISFACTION OF THE TOWN.

13. TOP COURSE ASPHALT TO BE REMOVED AND REPLACED ACROSS LIMITS OF ROAD RESTORATION AREAS. ASPHALT

TEMPORARY CONDITIONS. NOTE, BOOK 7 DEPICTS THE MINIMUM STANDARDS AND THE THE TOWNSHIP MAY
REQUIRE ADDITIONAL SIGNAGE.
